STUDENT HONORS AND AWARDS

The school district shall provide a program that establishes honors and awards including, but not
limited to, academic letters, scholarships and good citizenship awards for students to assist
students in setting goals. Students shall be made aware of honors and awards and the action
necessary on the part of the student to achieve them. To be eligible for honors and awards at
Fairfield High School, students must meet the Fairfield High School standards for that
award/honor.

Students who transfer to Fairfield High School their senior year must be enrolled long enough to
establish their G.P.A. and class rank for at least one school year in order to be able to receive
honors recognition at the time of graduation.

It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent to develop the administrative regulations
regarding this policy.
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
